The European University Institute of Law held
an international scientific conference on
“CURRENT PROBLEMS OF JUSTICE: JUVENILE
JUSTICE” on October 23 at the “Courtyard
Marriott” Hotel. The conference was co-or-
ganized by the French Embassy in Georgia.

French and Georgian experts were invit-
ed. The parties discussed the reforms and
changes in the field of juvenile justice, fol-
lowing the example of Georgia and France.
French guests shared their experience with
their Georgian colleagues, discussed the
challenges in Georgian and French justice.

At the conference, representatives of the
Embassy stressed that the field of juvenile
justice is very important for Georgia, be-
cause the process of Georgia’s integration
into the European Union is beyond coop-
eration and sharing of experiences in the
field of children’s rights and thus, the issue
of protection of the rights of minors brings
Georgia closer to the EU.

(Adviser to the Ambassador of
France on Cooperation and Culture,
Director of the French Institute):

»I am pleased to be able to participate in this
important conference, co-organized by the
European University Institute of Law and the
Embassy of France, in which UNICEF also par-
ticipated. This is an important moment and
generally covers the area of cooperation be-
tween the French Embassy. Our cooperation
is aimed at supporting vulnerable groups in
Georgia. Today we are discussing this issue,
talking about children's rights, protection of
their rights and all the existing mechanisms
that ensure the protection of children's rights.

It is important to note that despite the difficult
epidemic situation, despite all precautions, at
least two French judges arrived in Georgia, to
share the French experience with colleagues in
this field. This field is very important for Geor-
gia, because the process of integration into
the EU goes beyond cooperation and sharing
of experiences in the protection of children's
rights, and thus the protection of the rights of
minors is an extremely important issue that
brings Georgia closer to the EU."

On January 26, 2021, a public online lecture
was organized by the European University
Institute of Law: "Legal Final of the Russia-
Georgia Political Dispute and Its Significance".

The webinar was dedicated to the decision
of the Strasbourg Court of January 21, 2021,
according to which the state of Georgia won
a case related to the August 2008 war with
the Russian Federation.

The significance of the decision made by the
Strasbourg Court in the Russia-Georgia case
and its possible legal consequences were
discussed. The speaker spoke about the facts
of human rights violations in the territories
occupied by Russia, on the collection of
evidence and legal proceedings from the
Georgian side.
